Fresno Blueprint Summary of
Goals, Objectives and Performance Meastres
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Encourage ‘conjunctive use’ projects (a
combined use of surface and ground water
systems to optimize resource use and
minimize adverse effects of using a single
source).

Support infrastructure development, repair,
and retrofit consistent with local and
regional needs and state planning priorities.
Support beneficial water transfers.
Encourage all water quality standards be

enforced to ensure public and ecosystem
health needs are met.

Promote the protection of water recharge
sites by establishing adequate management
and mitigation measures.

Promote the protection of potential future
water storage sites.

Link updates of Blueprint and General Plans
to the San Joaquin Valley Water
Management Plan.




Ongoing Challenges

The Valley groundwater system is a “savings account”
for other parts of the State

It is unlikely the region can become “self-sufficient”
optimizing all local resources; outside water will
continue to be needed when available

Coordination with land use authorities will be a
significant ongoing strategy needed to sustain
groundwater resources

PL 111-11 authorized implementation through the next
levels

CWI will continue to facilitate IRWMP in the Valley

Work will continue on integrating local, inter-
regional, basin-wide and a Valley-wide plan.
